2024 EDUCATIONAL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

GENERAL

The Heart of Texas Chapter of MOAA awards educational scholarships to deserving students who are pursuing or plan to pursue undergraduate or graduate studies at an accredited institution of higher education. An applicant’s permanent residence must be in the Central Texas area. Applications are considered without regard to race, color, creed or gender by a selection   board comprised of former officers of the uniformed services.   
ELIGIBILITY
Applicants must meet one of the following: (1) be a dependent or surviving spouse of a uniformed service member who died while on active duty; (2) be an honorably discharged US military veteran or a dependent whose parent(s)/grandparent(s) were honorably discharged; (3) be currently serving in the Active or Reserve components of the US military and their immediate family members; and (4) be enrolled in or intend to enroll in a program leading to being commissioned as an officer in any branch of the US military, the US Public Health Service, or the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration. 

SELECTION CRITERIA

Scholarships are awarded on a competitive basis. Consideration is given to an applicant’s Grade Point Average (GPA); academic major; financial need; the “whole person” as reflected by participation in other endeavors at school, in the community, and religious affiliation: educational pursuits and future goals; and a required short essay.

After evaluating all applications, the selection board will interview leading candidates before selecting the scholarship recipients.
